Suggestions for Your Church 

Choose a date in March to invite the men in your church to a Prayer Breakfast    

to grow friendships through fellowship and the inspiration of prayer.  
 

Program: 

- Food Prep (continue during ice breaker) 

- Ice Breaker:  Print out prayer verses for the tables and ask each person to give their  

   name and then talk briefly about what that scripture means to them. 

- Opening Prayer/Blessing for food 

- Eat and fellowship together  

- Door Prizes that revolve around prayer while eating (prayer journals, books on prayer etc. 

- Create cards with the names of prominent men in the Bible and place on the    

   tables.  Have the men discuss and someone at the table write down the good qualities and  

   then the not so good qualities of each character.  Have the men share with one another   

   how they relate to the character on their table.  Be sure to share at least one good quality  

   and at least one area that offers opportunity to grow.   

- Have men separate in groups of 2 to pray for one another regarding the area in which  

   they wish to grow.  Be sure to encourage them to thank God for the good they see in that  

   individual as well.
